MATERIALS OF THE YOUNG RESEARCHERS CONFERENCE
"ISSUES OF THE SLAVIC-RUSSIAN MANUSCRIPT LEGACY”
OCTOBER 2-3, 2019

The conference was devoted to various aspects of study of the Russian language, literature,
scribes practices, hymnography and church singing of the 11th-18th centuries. The main
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attention was paid to the issues of textology, source study, dating and attribution of
medieval texts, their historical authenticity. The material under study included The Life of
Herman of Kazan, The Life of Ephraim Novotorzhsky, The Life of Archpriest Avvakum, anti-
Latin miscellanies of relatively stable composition. Two papers dealt with such significant
figures of Russian spiritual life as St. Serapion of Novgorod and St. Demetrius of Rostov.
Hymnographic works were studied in manuscripts with notation notated (the sticheron
"Your Holy Resurrection’, the Menaion Sticherarion), and also without it (the prayer “God
the Most Pure and Creator of All Creatures”). Young researchers also analysed issues of
poetics (the role of biblical citations in a hagiographic text) and puculiarities of translation
(on the example of Antioch Cantemir's work). The study of medieval scribes' professional
life aroused particular interest. The conference was held at the Institute of Russian Literature
(The Pushkin House) of the Russian Academy of Sciences, it was prepared by the staff of the
Department of Old Russian Literature.
